Ivfayor Larson stated thete was 2 Houor license application from the Firghouse Griil
Restaurant located at 841 Broadway. Mayor Larson stated the business presently had 2
Eimited On-premises Sales License and was applying for & Full On-premises Sales License.
Mayor Larson asked if the owners Bob and Lori Breslauer were present,

Bob Breslauer, Firghouse Grill Restaurant, stated they would like to offer more then beer and
wine in the Firehouse Grill Restaurant.

CONTRACT AGREEMENT Mayor Larson stared thers was a contract agreement that staff had prepared for the Municipal

SEASIDE FIRE DEPT,
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Court Judge, Bob Moberg. Mayor Larson stated while reviewing the mfomlatiun on the
Municipal Court Judge he realized the City Council hired rwo people in the City and that was
the City Manager and the Municipal Court Judge.

Council President Johnson stated the City Couneil hived three people in the City lncluding the
City Attarney.

Mark Winstanley, City Manager, stated it had been so long that this City Counefl had never
hired a City Attorney. Mr. Winstanley further stated the Munieipal Court Judge was paid 2
salery and also received medical benefits as an employee of the City. The insurance people
provided those benefits as long as the City paid for them. The judge had reas:heq an age where
he 5o longer would need medicai benefits and the judge had asked for a change in the
contract. Judge Mokerg was cwrrently making just over $1,700.00 2 month plus medicat
benefits and the new contract that was asked for was $2,800.00 3 month with 1o medical
benefits from the City. That was the contract that was put together and when the judge
reviewed the confract after his meeting with the City Council he stated that what was asked
for was 32,900.00. fudge Moberg asked that the contract be changed from $2,500.00 2 month
to $2,500.80 a moath, Mr. Winstanley further stated he was making Council aware the judge
had reguested the change.

Counci! President Fohnson stated the contract would be for eighteen months,

Mr. Winstanley stated the contract would terminate at the end of December, 2014, and
Couneil would then decide what wouid be done when the contract terminated or prior to the
contract termination.

Councifor Barber stated his understanding was that with the new contract Judge Moberg
would no longer be an employes of the City of Seaside.

Mr. Winstanley stated the judge would still work for the Councii but he was not an employes
for the City of Seaside and was contracted now.

IMayor Larson stated Council had one issue and that was what Council had agreed on which
was §2,500.00.

Councilor Montero stated Council did agree on §2,800.00.

Councilor Philtips stated she went back over the notes from the meeting and 32,800.00 was
what the judge had asked for.

Mayor Larson stated the judge now states the amount was 52,900.00. Mayer Larson asked
Council what they wished to do.

Mr. Winstanley stated he thought Judge Meberg would be at the Council meeting, Mr,
Winstanley further stated he needed to relay to Council some of the confusion with the
amount of money asked for each month. The total amount of Judge Moberg's previous
package as far a5 salary and health benefits totaled approximately $3,100.00. The judge did
speak 2t the meeting about the proposal e was making would save the City approximazely
$200.00 2 month which would be £2,900.00 2 month.

Comncilor Phillips stated she understond what the City Manager was stating but she also
understood her notes which had $2,800.00 bat on the other hand this was a shovt term confract
and would vote to support the eontract amount.

Motion to approve the contract for the amended amount of $2,%00.00 each month for Beb
Moberg, Municipal Court Judge; carried enanimously. (Barber/Johuson)

Joey Daniels, Seaside Fire Chief, presented Council with a PowerPoint presentation of the
Seaside Fire Department Annual Report. Chief Daniels presented a picture that was taken of
all the fire department staff that was calied the where’s Waldo fire department pieture. Chief
Daniels stated 2012 was 2 record setting year for the fire department. The five department
responded to 959 calls which was an increase of 13% compared to 2011, There were a few
changes in the career staff with the retirement of Chief Dale Kamrath at the end of June, 2012,
and the hiring of Chief Foey Pantels in huly, 2012. This left an opening for the
TFraining/Safety Officer position which was filled in October, 2012, and Captain Dave Rankin
was hired. Chief Daniels further stated the department averaged forty volunteers throughout
the year and had an average of ten personne! responding to each call. Chief Daniels further
stated Division Chief Chris Dugan and Captain David Rankin would cover their part of the
annuat report with some interesting calls that the department was trained on and Divisien
Chief Dugan would cover some of those calls.

Chris Dugan, Fire Marshal/Division Chief, state the departreent did have some challenging
calls this year and Division Chief Dugan showed pictures and explained those calis that the
department was involved In which were sometimes challenging and there was nothing that

could be done for traiming to take care of some of these calls so the department did fhe best
they could.
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Division Chief Dugan also showed some pictires of three alarm fires that the department had
been calfed roo and also 2 call on someone who Toil over the falls which teok the High Angle
Rescue Team afong with Life Flight, Coast Guard, and Seaside Valuntee-rsrm retreat the .
young man. One of the department’s paramedics hed to do some very evasive measures on e
young man which if not done would not be ative today. This was a true call that wasa
challenge because of the position and condition of the patient.

Chief Daniels stated the paramedic had to get the blood out of the chest because his lungs
were filling and the young man then skateboarded into the department ten days later 1o thank
the department.

Division Chief Dugan stated the fire depariment had a very active summer and presented
more pictures of a three alarm fire that the department had been called back to three or four
times because the fire would rekindie, October, 2612, was very active with a number of fires
and af one point there was three fires in the evening and sarly morning that were actively
being investigated. Division Chief Dugan further stated the fire department also was very pro-
active in tenching voung kids about fire safety.

Chief Daniefs stated the Safety/Training Officer Captain David Ranking would speak about
the training of the department and the lifeguard program.

Diavid Rankin, Safety/Training Officer, stated early last vear Gearhart and Seaside
Associntions met and together formed a training sub-commitiee to meet which allowed the
s3ets to be pooled to purchase some training props. Captain Rankin presented pictures of
different training props the departments utitized for training. There was also vehicle
extrication fraining and the department received & new set of Faws of Life for safely opening
up vehicles. The depariment also trained with the Burn fo learn and presented pictuwres of the
burn to learn where officers trained with burning buildings. Captain Rankin further stated
there were iadder truck operations which allowed the department to spray a lot of water and fo
reseue people from nult story practice. The extrication practice weat into play in 2012 and
Chief Daniels conld touch on that subject.

Chief Daniels stated there was 2 call out on Highway 26 where a vehicle went sixty miles an
hour into a free. The person is still alive today because of being able to extricate them,

Captain Rankin stated the fire department worked closely with Life Flight and the Coast
Guard. Fire fighters needed to be proficient in fire fighting, extrication, medica! response,
landing helicopters, and the list could go on. Captain Rankin further stated also at the fire
department was the Lifeguard Program which would be starting up on Memorial weekend.
Last year there were eight lifeguards who protected the beaches, talked with visitors, handed
out information, and saved lives. The lifeguards also spend a ot of time picking up trash and
keeping the beaches clean. Captain Raunkin further stated the Community Emergency
Response Team (CERT) just finished the {inal exercise class thet started in January, Seaside
partnered with Cannon Beach to pirt o a basic CERT fraining class once & week for three
months which calininated in an exercise for training, Seaside was Jooking at edding six to
eight members to the CERT team. Captain Rankin stated the department was very Jucky to
have the community involvement in the event there was a disaster in Seaside,

Chief Daniels stated the department was constantly training and doing drills during the
evenings and days. Chief Daniels further stated in 2013 the department would be
implementing electronic pre-fire plans and inspections and hoped to get through all the
businesses in the City. The department would start with the high hazard businesses which
would be the hotels, This would give the department quick contact information and the
hazards of each business. The department would be working on putting together the
Puamper/Rescue thanks to the passing of the operation levy in November, 2012, I not for the
unwavering support of the citizens it would not be possible to continues the high Jevel of
services provided. Chief Daniels further siated there were members of the department that had
given many years of service, and had gone above and beyond this last vear, and were
recognized at the annual awards banguet. Retirement awards went to Eric Schimdt in honor of
30 years of service, and Dale Kamrath for 5 years of service. The following earned vears of
service pins, Roy Dague 50 vears. Doug Barker 35 years, Justin Parker 10 vears, Rich Mofield
10 years, and Mark Burke 10 years. The Fire Officer of the year which was veted on by the
firefighters was Lieutenant Gordon Houston. The firefighter of the vear which was voted on
by all the fire officers was Firefighter Genesee Dermis, and the Emergency Medical provider
of the year was Doug Barker for his many vears of dedicated service and commitment to the
emergency medical feld. Chief Daniels further stated i was an honor to be the Fire Chief for
the Cify of Seaside Fire Department with such a great staff and volunteers. The fire
department was a fine organization because of the staff and volunteers and their dedicaton,
professionalism, and love for the community. Chief Daniels further stated on behalf of the
Seaside Fire and Rescue, he thanked the Mayor and City Council, City Manager, City $taff,
and fhe citizens for the continued support, and for aliowing the presentation of the anaual
report. Chief Daniels encouraged everyvone to check out the fire department website at

www seasidefire.com where the fall report presented to Council could be seen.

Esther Moberg, Seaside Library Director, stated the 2011- 2012 Library Annual report
reflected a yvear of transition. With the change between two library directors thers can often be

stight differences in the way each director extracts numbers for reports and then reffeets on
those numbers.
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In the report many rumbers for statistics seem o be fairly static with a slight downward trend.

is reflects the changes in reports run, staffing, and exwaction of significant numbers. After
this fiscal year, statistics will again show healthy growth in next year's annual report. Ms.
Moberg further stated she would lke to focus primarily on the areas of circulasiﬂr}, )
interlibrary. toans, and eBooks. The numbers for circulating aterials at the Seaside Public
Library continued to show strong growth. The Seaside Library was second only to Bandon
atong the Oregen Coast in library cirguiation. This is in comparison to much larger Eiérm:ies
steh as Newport and Astoria, This domonstrates & robust collection as well as a very active
community of users. Ms, Moberg further stated this year the interlibrary loans to other
libraries increased by an incredible amount which was 40%. This showed the depth of the
collection as well as the skill of the interlibrary lean staff in meeting demand in a timely
manner. There had not been an increase in time speat on interlibrary loans and instead Connie
who was the Interlibrary loan manages continued to improve efficiency and service. The
Seaside Library averaged approximately 130,000 visits per year and that was approximately
100 visitors per day. Ms. Moberg further stated technology was a big topic and the library
currently had 365 facebook friends and approximately 400 posts on the Pwitter Feed and
approximately 70 visitors of the Twitter Feed which kept people up to date on the library. Ms.
Meberg further stated Iast year the library had a Beekeeper Presentation, forensic science
author, bestselling author Cheryl Strayed, and ladies day pottery which wers just some of the
highlights. There were also monthly art shows, craft events, writing workshops, umorist, and
a film maker. There were & wide variety of programs offered at the library, Ms. Moberg
further discussed the expenses of the library like materials such as books and items,
professional or contrastual which was the cataloging service, eBook service, among other
expenses. Ms, Moberg further stased children’s programs that were offered were weekly story
times, fhe Reptile Man which was a huge hit, craft events, puppet shows, and marny other
activities, There were new collections added to the children’s room. The good news was that
the children’s librarian, Jalie was hired in April, 2012, and a teen program had started at the
library which was something the community had welcomed. Ms. Moberg finther stated there
was a small amount of income that did come into the Hbrary and many of the programs were
subsidized by the Friends of the Library. Ms. Moberg further stated transitions can seem
seary, awkward, or sometimes just chaotic but ¢an aiso be 2 new an exciting ways o begin
fresh when locking at providing services and access points for the community of Seaside. Ms.
Muoberg further stated she looked forward to ways the Seaside Public Library could stay
refevant and focused in meeting the demands of the community whether that may be in regard
to books, technology, or other aceess to the written word. Ms. Moberg further stated she
wanted to thank the library supperter and friends, Seaside City Council, City Manager, Mark
Winstanley, Library Board, Art Committee, Friends of the Library, and the Hibrary velunteers
who run the book store, shelf books, and many of the small task that free up staff time, and
the library staff.

Counciler Barber asked how the eBook worked since he bad 2 Kindle and how would he
check et a book from the library,

Wiz, Moberg stated there was a survey at the Hbrary right now where peaple could check a box
if they wanted to learn to use thelr Kindle. Ms. Moberg further stated the Ereader would be
brought into the Hbrary and staff would teach you how to use it or vou could go to the library

website and downfoad the eBook to you Kindle. There conld be seven books checked out ata
time.

Councilor Barber asked how long the books could be kept.

Ms. Moberg stated there was & date that would be checked which was either seven or fourteen

dayvs. There was not just eBooks, but thers were Andio books, and movies that could be
downloaded.

Mayor Earson stated it was very nice for the City Couneil and the andience o see some of the
great things that were geing in the City of Seaside. Look at the Seaside Fire Department and
everything that is going on over there and the entertainment of the Hbrary and the monthly
celendar with ali those fun pictures and events going on, There was a 1ot to offer in Seaside
and everyone shoukd be proud to be a part of Seaside.

Counctlor Frank stated he had lived in Seaside since 1965 and the volunteers were what made
the community so great and that cannot be emphasized enough. There were people applying
for openings on the comnssions and the staff in the City and police department, convention
center, Jon Rahi at the Visitors Bureay, fire department, and library. Councilor Frank further
stated this was a good time and it was fun to be here and be involved.

Councilor Philiips stated being married fo 2 man who was a volunteer firefighter for eighteen
years she did not miss those 2:00 am calls. Everything had changed so much and what the
department was doing was amazing and hats off to all of the staff and volunteers that worked
so hard to keep everyone safe. Councilor Phillips welcomed Ms, Moberg and further stated it
was very impressive what had been done in such z short amount of time.
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Councilor Montero stated she could only eche what Councilor Frank and Councilor Phitlips
stated and could not add anything 1o that.

Ceunecitor Barber stated hie had noticed that Ms, Moberg and her team generated $16,000.00
i reverme and wanted to know how much Chief Daniels and his team had generated.

Chief Daniels stated the fhre depariment did help with building permits.

Councilor Barber stated he also echoed the comments of the other councilors and
congratujated Mis. Moberg and Chief Daniels on their reports.

Councilor Johnson stated he had always had strong ties with the fire depariment and his dad
was a member of the firs department for many years. The fire department was a Iot different
YEars ago.

Meayor Larson stated Council had a eopy of Ordinance 2002-06 and a couple of other pieces
which was regarding the sign code which was one of the Council Goals. Once the sign
ordinance was reviewed by City Council there would be a meeting scheduled with the
Planning Commission. Mayor Larson further stated Gene Miles who was a City Manager in
Seaside lost his wife recently. Mayor Larson further stated a couple of weeks ago he was
1atking with Jack Reisterer who was the owner of Bigfoot Restaurant and he passed away
yesterday. Mayor Larson further stated there was a “Weleome Home™ at Lum’s on Saturday,
April 6, 2013, which honored the veterans and was & very good ceremony.

Russ Vandenberg, Convention Center & Visitors Burean General Manager, stated the
convention center just had the largest convention of the year which was the North Coast
Roundup and was a suceessful program with approximately 1580 attendses. The convention
center was gearing up and this month all of the days were booked exeept for two or three,

Mayvor Larson stated the convention eenter had some remodeling done.

r. Vandenberg stated there was some remodsling with a new ceiling put in the hallway in
front of the Pacific Room, configured a permanent retail coffee service in that area and
constructed the old concessions into 2 storage room for operations, upgraded the sprinkler
heads, added a brand new Wi-Fi upgraded system in the building which now conld handle up
to 1200 mobile devices at a time, and upgraded the bathreoms on the second floor. M.

{riteria for consideration

The City Council, after consideration, may determine to make a favorable, unfavorable,
conditionally favorable or no recommendation to the GLCC. ¥ the City Council makes an
unfavorable or conditionally favorable recommendation fo the OLCC regarding any
application for liguor license, the recommendation will be based on a finding that one or
more of the following conditions exist;

1. There is a history or patfern of illegal or disorderly activity on the premises.

2. There have been disturbances and/or other problems {such as fights, altercations,
drug dealing by patrons, furnishing alcoho! to minors by patrons, public drunkenness, alechol
related litter, etc.) related to the exercise of the applicant’s alcohol license privilege and the
applicant has failed to take reasonable and timely corrective action when notified of these
problems by the police or the OLCC.

3. There is a continuing problem of noise from this business disturbing neighbors,

4. The applicant would be a poor risk for compliance with liquor laws, as indicated
by a felony conviction, which reflects on the epplicant’s ability to be a responsible liquor
licensee.

5. The applicant would be a poor risk for comphiance with liguor laws, as indicated
by a failure to comply with liguor laws,

6. The applicant has a history of abusing alcohol or other controlled substances and
would be a poor risk for compliance with Haquor laws.

7. The applicant has made an infentional and materially false statement about a
matter that reflects on the applicant’s ability to comply with the State’s liguor laws.

8. An unlicensable person or 2 party not named as applicant has an ownership
interest in the business to be licensed,

9. The applicant has failed to operate as originally proposed to the City Council, the
criginal proposal having been a deciding factor in the Council's favorable recommendation to
the OLCC.

10. The applicant has expanded the boundaries of the licensed premises to areas not
originally considered by the Council and without City and OLCC approval,

i1. The business is located within 500 feet of a school, child care facility, church,
hospital, nursing or convalescent care facility, a park or child oriented recreation facility, or
an alcohol and other drug treatment facility and there is evidence that the business will
adversely impact the facility.

ORDINANCE NO. 2013-02

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF SEASIDE, OREGON,
PURSUANT TO ORS 223.112-223.132, SETTING A PUBLIC HEARING, EXTENDING
THE TERM OF THE ASSESSMENT DISTRICT FOR ECONOMIC IMPROVEMENT,
EKNOWN AS THE “DOWNTOWN MAINTENANCE DISTRICT”; REPEALING
ORDINANCE NO. 2012-03, AND ALL ORDINANCES IN CONFLICT,

WHEREAS, the current Downtown Maintenance District expires on June 30, 2013 and
WHEREAS, it is in the best inte;est of the City to extend the term of the District,
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY OF SEASIDE ORDAINS AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1. PURPOSE. The economic improvement district shall be continued fo provide
maintenance, upkeep, and litter control of planting areas, seating areas, sidewalks, curbs, and puiters
within a designated area known as the “Downtown Maintenance District.”

SECTION 2. BOUNDARIES. The Boundaries of the Downtown Maintenance District are described as
follows: Breadway from Roosevelt to the Prom; Avenue A from Holladay to the Prom; Columbia Street
from Avenue A to Oceanway; Downing Mall from Broadway to Oceanway; Franklin Street from
Broadway to Avenue A; First Avenue from Holladay to the Necanicum Bridge: Holladay from 1™ Avenue
to Avenue A on the West, and from 1™ Avenue to Avenue B on the east, including 507 to the south of
Avenue A and 507 south of Avenue B. (See Exhibit A attached.)

When the Council considers it necessary to expand the boundaries of the District, each new property
owner affected will receive notice stating the time and place of a public hearing at which affected
property owners may appear to support or object to the District. Boundary changes will be made by the
enactment of an ordinance by the Council.

SECTION 3. COSTS. The cost of the Downtown Mainterance District is estimated to be $92,051.00
annually. Based on the total assessed linear footage of 10,409.3 feet, the benefited properties within the
Downtown Maintenance District will pay $8.843150 per front foot.

SECTION 4. TERM OF DISTRICT, Assessments will be levied to the benefited property owners for
a maximum of one (1) year, starting July 1, 2013, to provide for the Downtown Maintenance District.

SECTION 5. AUDITOR TQ FILE PROPOSED ASSESSMENT. The City Auditor shall be required
to prepare the proposed assessment for each lot in the District and file it with the Finance Office.

SECTION 6. NOTICE OF AFFECYED PROPERTY OWNERS. Notice shall be mailed to the
owner of each lot to be assessed, the notice shall state the amount of the assessment proposed on the
property of the owner receiving the notice. The notice shall state the time and place of a public hearing at
which time affected property owners may appear to support or object to the proposed assessment. The
hearing shall not be held sooner than thirty (30) days after the mailing of the notices. The Council shail
cotisider any objections and may adopt, correct, modify or revise the proposed assessments.
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Notice shall be mailed to affected property by March 22, 2013, announcing the intention of the Council to
extend the Downtown Maintenance District and to assess the benefited property for all the cost. A public
hearing will be held on Monday, April 22, 2013, at 7:00 PM at City Hall, 989 Broadway, at which time
affected property owners may appear to support or object to the proposed extension of the district.

SECTION 7. ASSESSMENTS. If after the hearing, the Council determines that the Downtown
Maintenance District shall be extended, the Council shall determine the amount of the assessment on each
lot in the District, and the extension of such assessments.

Assessments will not be made and Downtown Maintenance District will be abolished if writien objections
are received at the public hearing from owners of property upon which more than thirty-three percent
(33%) of the total amount of assessments is to be levied.

SECTION 8. REPEAL. Ordinance No. 2012-03, adopted May 13, 2012, is repealed.

land in the assessment district, by reason of the installstion and in just proportion of such
benefits are in their respective amounts sst opposite the number or description of each lotf, or

part thereof, or parcel of jand in the annexed assessment roll, which is hereby adopted and
appraved as the assessment for the instaliation.

Section 2. That the City Manager of the City of Seaside, Oregon, is hereby direcled to enter
a statement of the assessmeant made in the docket of liens and cause notice to be published as
provided by City Ordinance.

Section 3. That after duly considering the Engineer's proposed assessments, it is hershy
established that the assessments for the improvement may be paid as follows:

Cash within ten (10} business days of notice of final assessment, or payments over a
twenty-year period in semi-annual instaliments fo the City, with inferest at six and cne-
quarter percent {6.25%) per annum on the unpaid balance.
