Applying power fo the TUIEHNE MOtor caz cause
damage to the motor systems. The “Programmed Transition” type of switch allows the
instalier to program a time delay into the fransition from one power source fo another. The
cost of the change is $8.682.00 for ali five of the generators, Mr, Waltace further stated Staff
regrets not including the transfer switches i the initial cost estimates and none of the prior
bids inclnded programmed transition. Staff recormended Counci? approve the benaficial
change order for the proprammed transition switch for the generators backup power for the
bleck stations in the emount of $5,682.00.

Mr. Wallace stated EC Power was awarded the bid for the Wastewater Treatment Generators
and Automatic Switches,

The Seaside Library Board shall approve board bylaws, follow Oregon’s open meetings
law and public records laws, propose the annual budget to the governing body, accept
donations/grants, build a good community support for the library’s service, and listen,
then respond to the community with the best possible solution.

The board consists of five members appointed by the Mayor subject to City Council
approval. The Seaside Public Library is advised by a Hbrary board. All terms of office

shall be four years beginning on December 31%, and no member shall hold office for
more than two full consecutive terms.

sessions may be called by the chairman of the board should the chairman deem #t
necessary,

chairman. The board, should it so desire, may appoint the librarian as secretary to the
board to take minutes and to keep a record of its actions.

SEASIDE PLANNING COMMISSION

The purpose of the Seaside Planming Commission 1s to recommend and make suggestions
to the Council and to other public authorities concerning the laying out, widening,
extending and locating of public thoroughfares, the parking of vehicles, the relief of
traffic congestion, betterment of housing and sanitation conditions, and the establishment
of districts for imiting the use, height, area, bulk and other characteristics of buildings
and structures related fo land development. The Planning Commission is to recommend
to the Council and other public authorities plans for regulating the future growth,
development and beautification of the city with respect to its public and private buildings
and works, streets, parks, ground and vacant lots, and plans consistent with future growth
and development of the city in order to secure to the city and its inhabitants sanitation,
proper service of public utilities, including appropriate public incentives for overall
energy conservation, and plans for shipping and transportation facilities.

The commission consists of seven members who are not officials or employees of the city
and who will be appointed by the Mayor, subject to the approval of the City Council. A
minimum of five members shall reside within the city limits; a maximum of two
members may reside within the urban growth boundary, but outside the city limuts. All
members shall serve for a term of four vears. A Planning Commissioner’s term of office
shall commence on the first day of November of the first vear of his or her term.

Each year, at the first Committee meeting in November, the members shall appoint one of
their members as Chairperson and one as Vice-Chairperson. One of the Committee

members will serve as Secretary. Minutes of all meetings will be filed with the City
Council.

No more than two members of the Commission may engage principally in the buving,
selling or development of real estate for profit as individuals, or be members of any
partnership, or officers or employees of any corporation, which engages principally in the
buying, selling or developing of real estate for profit.

The Committee shall hold a regular meeting at least once each month of the calendar
year. The meetings shall be open to the public. Any person appointed to serve on this
commitiee who misses three or more regularly scheduled meetings durmg a 12 month
period shall be notified by letter that the position must be vacated. The individual may

appeal the decision to the City Council {A 12 month period is defined as beginning in
January of each calendar vear))

The members shall serve without salary or compensation of any nature,

The purpose of the Tourism Advisory Committee is to advise the Tourism Director,

City Manager and City Council concerning issues related to the marketing of the City.
The Seaside Tourism Director and General Manager of the Seaside Civic and Convention
Center shall be the staff liaisons to the Committes,

The Committee shall consist of five members none of whom are employees of the City of
Seaside. One must be a resident of Seaside while the remaining four shall be residents, or
owners, or employees of businesses within the Seaside City limits. Nominees shall be
recommended to the Council for appointment and preference given to the following;

a}  Representative from the Seaside Chamber of Commerce

b}  Representative from the Downtown Development Association

¢} Representative from the lodging businesses

d)  Representative from the restaurant or catering industry

e}  Representative from the at large who resides within the Seaside City limits.

All members shall serve for a term of three years. Any portion of 2 term exceeding one-
half the period of the term shal be considered a term.

Each year, the first meeting of the Committee, the members shall appoint one of their
members as Chairperson and one as Vice-Chairperson. One of the Committee members
will serve as Secretary. Minutes of all meetings will be filed with the City Council

The committee shall hold a regular meeting at least once each month of the calendar year.
The committee may at any regular or special meeting cancel one of the monthly
meetings, and/or may change the location site. The meeting shall be open to the public.
Any person appointed by the City Council to serve on this committee who misses three or
more regularly scheduled meetings during a 12 month period shall be notified by letter
that the position must be vacated. The individual may appeal the decision 1o the City
Council. (A 12 month period is defined as beginning in January of each calendar year.)

This business has applied for a Full On-premises Sales Liguor License. This would be for new
outlet,

Fuil Op-Premises Sales License — allows the sale of distilled spirits, mait beverages, wine,
and cider for consumption at the licensed business. This license also allows private catering
if the applicant receives pre-approval from OLCC.

The Police Department has reviewed the business and applicants applying for the liquor license
and the information received is attached.



Criteria for consideration

The City Council, after consideration, may determine to make a favorable, unfavorable,
conditionally favorable or no recommendation to the OLCC. If the City Council makes
an unfavorable or conditionally favorable recommendation to the OLCC regarding any
application for liquor license, the recommendation will be based on a finding that one or
more of the following conditions exist:

1. There is a history or pattern of illegal or disorderly activity on the premises.

2. There have been disturbances and/or other problems (such as fights,
altercations, drug dealing by patrons, furnishing alcohol to minors by patrons, public
drunkenness, alcohol related litter, eic ) related 1o the exercise of the applicant’s alcohol
license privilege and the applicant has failed to take reasonable and timely corrective
action when notified of these problems by the police or the OLCC.

3. There is a continuing problem of noise from this business disturbing
neighbors.

4. The applicant would be a poor risk for compliance with liquor laws, as
indicated by a felony conviction, which reflects on the applicant’s ability to be a
responsible Hguor licensee.

3. The applicant would be a poor risk for compliance with liguor laws, as
indicated by a failure to comply with liquor laws.

6. The applicant has a history of abusing alcohol or other controlled substances
and would be a poor risk for compliance with liquor laws,

7. The applicant has made an intentional and materially false statement about a
matter that reflects on the applicant’s ability to comply with the State’s liquor laws.

8. An uniicensable person or a party not named as applicant has an ownership
mterest in the business to be licensed.

9. The applicant has failed to operate as originally proposed to the City Council,

the original proposal having been a deciding factor in the Council’s favorable
recommendation to the OLCC,

10. The applicant has expanded the boundaries of the licensed premises to areas
not originally considered by the Council and without City and OLCC approval.

11. The business is located within 500 feet of a school, child care facility, church,
hospital, nursing or convalescent care facility, a park or child oriented recreation facility,
or an alcohol and other drug treatment facility and there is evidence that the business will
adversely impact the facility.

Re: Status of Quatat Park

it was brought up by Council members recently that Quatat Park is in need of some
TLC. {have been around the park and boardwalks with staff members to cutline work
that needs to be done. The lights have been out along the boardwalk by the Comfort
inn and we have hired an elactrician to fix the problem. There is a rusted out electrical
meter base on the east side of the river that should be replaced. The restroom needs
new doors, new low-energy light fixtures, and new paint. We propose o install an
appropriately designed street light at the top of the boat ramp. Other than these items
we would invest in general smaller repairs and upgrades around the park. lt has been
suggested that we replace the gangway that connected the floating dock to First
Avenue with a unit similar to the one connecting to the park made out of marine grade
aluminum. The replacement of the gangway would really interfere with the paddie boat
rentals that have been happening from the floating dock. | recently met with a
representative from DSL about our Public Facilities License. Currently, having space in
the park leased for other purposes than public access is a violation of our permit. We
can change the permit to allow for the boat rental use, but that permit fee will cost a
one- time application fee of $750 plus a $350 annual fee. If we just want to public
access only there is a one-time fee of $375. The cost of the rentat permit shouid be
addressed in the future lease terms and passed on to the owners of the rental boats.
The question for Council is do you wish to see the continued use of the rental boats or
do you wish to see the park restored to more of its original design.
