The Regular meeting of the Seaside City Council was cafled to order at 7:00 PM by Mayor
Deon Larson.

David Langlo, 1421 N. Wahanna, Seaside, distributed pictures to Council of a dam that the
North Coast Land Conservancy bad built on the mainstream of the estuary that went around
Leisure Time Resorts. Mr. Langilo stzted the dam would cause flooding,

Councilor Eyons stated the project was started approximatsty & week ago.

Mr. Langlo stated that was correct and the logs that were placed in the estuary needed to be
removed. There was a fipoding situation being created by damming up the drainage.

tlayor Lerson asked if the location was at Leisure Time back on the north section.

Mr. Langlo stated that was comrect and presented Council with 2 map of the location. Mr.
Langlo further siated he had spoken with the County and the North Coast Land Conservancy
coneerning the situation. Mr. Langle firther stated there were plans to introduce Beaver to the
area which would also creste flooding, The response from Doug Ray, who was 2 member of
the Land Conservancy, was that the Beaver were here first.

Mayor Larson stated Mr. Ray had just retired, Mayor Larson stated the City would take a loek
at the siteation.

John Duenzer, 2964 Keepsake Drive, Seaside, stated he spoke to Council six weeks ago
concerning the fact that it was {ime to identify the land use on the schoels that would be
relocated. Mr, Dunzer spoke with Doug Dougherty, Seaside School District Supetintendent,
who indicated the time line, was a minimurmn of eight months and he definiiely wanted to
know what the revised land use planning would be. There would be an established value on
the Iand and Dr. Dougherty could then figure out how much the bond issue would be, Mr.
Ermzer further stated it was going to be 4 very very inferesting discussion because Mr.
BPunzer doabted very much with the report coming out by the State in February whether there
would be people put in those areas. Mr. Dunzer finther stated the City should get started on
the planning.

Doug Barker, Seaside Chamber of Commerce, presented Council with a poster for Seaside
sponsoring and supporting the 47 of July Fireworks. Mr. Barker stated the City was very
involved with the 4™ of July Fireworks events. Mr. Barker along with Larry Krieghauser was
the reason the 4™ of July Fireworks happen but without the City’s cooperation the fireworks
would not happen. Mr. Barker further stated the entire City was invoived Jike the Public
Works Department, Fire Department, and Police Departiment, where evervone cooperated to
make the event happen. Mr. Barker further stated there were many velunteers that helped out
like Community Emergency Responge Team {CERT), Ham Operators, Chamber
Ambassadors, and the SOLVE beach cleanup volunteers made the event happen also.

Larry Kriegshauser, 311 2% Avenue, Seaside, stated the sound track for next years fireworks
show wold be put togsther stating tomorrow, Every year for the firewerks the crew along
with Fohn Chapman, and the owner of Western International Fireworks put together a
soundtrack. The installation of fhe fireworks show actually took twelve people and in order to
pat on a fireworks show there needed to be a Heensed Pyrotechnician and ten out of the
twelve were Heensed pyro's. Thers were people outside the Community that afso helped like
the Oregon Turf and Tree Farm in Hubbard, Oregon, who gave two gators every vear 5o that
the crew did not iave to walk out on the beach, Cleaning the beach after the fireworis nsed to
be a challenge but thawks to Gint Dideurn and the Beach Drive Buccaneers that has been
accomptished on the morning of July 5™ every vear with tons of stuff being taken off the
beach. Mr. Krieghauser thanked Council for giving him the opporteniy to come into the
Community to do one of the largest fireworks displays in the State of Oregon. Mr,

Shaun Wagner, Tourism Advisory Committee (TAC) Chairperson, stated this was the
Tourism Advisory Cormnittee Fall update. Chair Wagner further stated the highlights for
2612 was the development of Oregon’s North Ceast Cooperative with & brand development
and Ad campaign in cooperation with Travel Oregon and the Astoria/Warrenton Chamber of
Commerce was a cooperative program; Aprif promotional, advertising, and editorial
campaign seen by nearly 300,000 adults; September/October advertising campaign ran on
Comceast and Charter cable channels; and working towards adding Cannon Beach. Chair
Wagner presented an example of the 15 second commercial, Chair Wagner further stated
there was a new look with the Visitor Guide and gone was the single image look; replaced by
a collage that gave better representation of the Mare than Just a Day at the Beach tagline; ang
additionally to build a more consistent ook across the board, all print and digital materials
had been redesipned te match the new feck, Chair Wagner further stated there was a Mobile
Development and JackRabbit Lodging System (RS} with mobile statisties — vear over year;
striving to stay ahead of the carve and consistent with conssemer behaviors; addition of a
mobile compenent to the JRS that fracks “click to calls.” There was now a way 1o track both
desktop and mobile users who continued to use the valuable toot to search for lodging: and
cost for system was approximately 4.7 cents for every lead sent to a lodging partner,
Cornmissions were ot a component of structure, which meant lodging doesa’t pay. Chafr
Wagner further stated the current and future outlook for 2012was the additional digital
advertising/Face book development with continued grewih of internet/more emphasis on
digital banners, electronic news and social media {similer to imagery seen in previous slides);
additional Face book adverlising campaigns that drive LIKE’s and ultimately more
engagement and more awareness; the stats from this yewr's campaigns (3,008 new LIKE's in
spring, 2,000 + so far this fall). Chair Wagner further stated the annual radio buy this year was
to keep consistency, with & 12-month annval radio plan with Entercom Portland for 12-
months that would keep Seaside on the afrwaves, both terrestrially and digitatly from huly

through June. Going this route was sparred by a six-month contract with Enfercom to wrap up
the 2011-201 2 campaign.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF SEASIDE, OREGON, REGARDING THE CLATSOP
ECOMNOMIC DEVELOPMENT RESOURCES

Mayor Larson stated the resolution would approve the Clatsop Economic Developinent
Resources [CEDR) receiving a contribution from the City of Seaside in the amount of
§7,500.00.

Bayor Larson asked for public comments.

Mr. Dunzer distribuzed to Councdl a letter to Tim MecCabe, Director of Business Oregon,
concerning Clatsop County government received over $300,000.00 anmully from Video
Lottery Profits. The proper use of the funds was defined as “Oregon counties were to uss the
funds for tocal economic development protects or to promate economic growth by attracting
new businesses fo the area or by working with established businesses to tetain them.” Mr.
Dunzer firther stated the current Clatsop County expenditures from the $3008,000.08 received
which was to be used onlty for economic development and included $25,000.00 to fix road
flooding, 512,000.00 for Chember memberships, and $48.000.00 comribwtion to CEDR, &
private organization. The remaining $220,000.00 was wansferred into the County's
Community Development Department. The transfer of the money represented forty-five
percent of the funds supporting the activities of Clasop County’s Community Development
Department.

Mavor Larson stated Council had received the lefter previously from Mr. Dunzer.

M. Dunzer further stated he was very much in favor of money for economic development
and the County had real problems with morals. This was not what the people of Oregon
expected and when Seaside gave CEDR $7,500.00 it just fostered something that was wrong
to start with. CEDR needed more money and should receive what the State gave 1o the County
which was $300,000.00. Mr. Dunzer farther stated he had a big problem with the County and
the $7,500.00 should net be given to CEDR until the County gave the $300,000.00 that was
received ffom the State,

Al Smiles, 1120 Queen Street, Seaside, stated he was on the Board of Directors with CEDR.
Mr. Smiles stated this was the first time he had agreed with Mr, Dunzer and CEDR. should
receive 4 farger shave from the County because it took three years for CEDR to receive the
360,000,860 from the County. Mr. Smiles further stated there would be $20,000.00 given for
the Warrenton Business Park and he had never seen thet amount of money put towards
Seaside. Council should understand that CEDR was an organization that helped many
businesses and the information was confidemial. The confidentiality could be difficult as far
a5 funding was concerned. Seaside was well represented at the CEDR Board of Directors
meetings and Mr, Smites recommended Council continze to help fond CEDR.

Kevin Leahy, Clatsop Economic Development Resources {CEDR) Director, stated be wanted
to follow up on 2 couple of issues that were brovght up at the fast City Council meeting, Mr,
Leahy presented Council with the Oregon SBDCN Metwok Sttewide Center
Accomplishments and discussed some of the percentages with the Council. There was 2
request 10 add names of businesses with the statistics. Mr. Leahy further stated he received
permission from one of the new business starts which was called Highlife Adventure which
was 8 Zipline Adventure Tour and they were doing very well. On the Seaside Front there was
pertnission received from Seaside Brewing which had meetings with CEDR quite often, Mr,
Leaby further stated Council also requested a copy of last years CEDR budget which was

emailed. Mr. Leahy asked for Council's support for CEDR which was a County wide
orgarization.

There were no other comments and Mayor Larson closed the public comments.

Mark Winstanley, City Manager, stated the 2012 Street Overlay project had been completed
by Bayview Transit Mix.

donated and used towards sand on one of the fields and the girl's soccer team now had bags
for their gear,

Laurie Oxiey, Seaside Downtown Development Association, stated in appreximately ens
week there should be 12,000 Coupon Books circulating throughout the Community. Ms.
Oxley further stated the Wine Walk was scheduled for Satirday, November 16, 2032, 3:00 to
700 pm.

M1, Krieghauser stated there was a wall in the Convention Center called the Seaside Hall of
Fame and = Council person used fo head that up and was not able to be involved any more. A
suggestion fo Council was to have a velunteet that could be in charge of that program. There
were many vohuteers in the community and there were enough frames and mats but pictures
were needed to go info the frames.

Mr. Winstaniey stated there would be & City Council meeting on Monday, November 12,
2012, which was Veteran’s Day and while the City offices would be closed there certainky
would be a City Councif meeting. Mr. Winstanley further stated thers were interviews
conducted last week for the Library Director position and the finalist had been narrowed
down and would come back this week for additional interviews. Mr. Winstanley thanked the
Convention Center staff for coming over this weekend and cleaning the City Hall carpets.
Staff really appreciated the Convention Center taking the time to come over to do that

FOOD AND BEVERAGE AGREEMENT

THIS CONTRACT js made and entered into by and between the CHy of Seaside, Oregon hereinafter referred o as
the “CITY" and Cregon Fine Foods, Tuc, hereinafter referred to as the "CONTRACTOR™, for the express DUFPOSes
set forth in the following provisions of this contract.

WHEREAS, the purpose of this Contract is for Food and Beverage Concession and Catering Services.

MOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the terms and conditions contained hereiny, or in the Contract documents
specified herein and incorporated and made a part hereof, the CITY and CONTRACTOR mutually agree as follows:

NATURE OF RELATIONSHIP AND WORK

The CONTRACTOR will be responsible for providing all food and beverage catering services in the
Seaside Civic and Convention Center, hercinafier referred to as {SCCC). The CONTRACTOR shall
set the prices for the food and beverage concessions and catering services prowvided by
CONTRACTOR subject to the approval of the SCCC General Manager. All contracts entered into by
CONTRACTOR in connection with its work under this Conmract will be entored iro on behalf of the
CONTRACTOR and not the CITY or the SCCC,

The work of providing the food and beverage catering services shail include the purchase, preparation
and service of all concession and catering as well as beverage and alcoholic beverage services in the
SCCC For SCCC events as well as the management of such work, and shall include operation of
concession stands, portable food services and outside catering when the SCCC kitchen is used for such
outside catering and for such other activities as further contained in the REP Documents.

The CONTRACTOR will provide all personnel, equipment, materials, tools, suppiers and concession
services for SCCC events and visitors, using the kitchen, concessions and portable equipment in the
facitity, all as provided by the CITY or as provided by the CONTRACTCOR.

CONTRACT BOCUMENTS

The terms of the Contract are specified in the following Contract documents:

E. Exhibit "D" which coniains the Standard Terms and Conditions governing work to be performed
under this Contract,

FERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The period of performance under this Contract will begin on Movember 21, 2012 and will continmee
through 2 term of three (3) years, terminating Novemnber 20, 2015, with two (2, three-year extension
options. The extension option will be exercised by the CITY with the approval of the CONTRACTOR
by providing written notice to the CONTRACTOR One Hondred-Eighty (180} days prior to the
expiration of the Contract. In addition, at the end of this Contract, the CONTRACT may be extended
by the CITY for a period not to exceed two months, if necessary in the sole judgment of the CITY to
facilitate the process of securing compstitive propesals on @ replacement Confract. The CITY shall
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extend the Contract by providing the CONTRACTOR with written notice of the extension at least
sixty days before the termination date.

REGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS

All rights and obligations of the parties to this Comract shall be subject to and poverned by the
provisions in the Contract documents.

COMPENSATION AND PAYMENTS

A, The CONTRACTOR agrees to pay the CITY rent based on gross revenues set forth below, This

rent will be paid in quarterly installments by the 10" of the month following the end of each
quarter.

CONTRACTOR will pay the CITY Twelve and One-Half {12.5%4) of the first $450.,000 fom
gross revenues and Fifieen {15%) thereafler, exclusive of Gratuity and Service charge, from
Catering operations.

CONTRACTOR wili pay the CITY Twenty {2094 of all gross revenues from the sale of Liguor,

. CONTRACTOR wili pay the CITY Five percent (3%} of all gross revenues from Catside Catering,

when the SCCC Kitchen is used for such Catering. The Contractor shall include I its billing a
maximum of Fifteen pereent (15%) Gratuity and Service Charge on all internal catered food
events and the Comractor shall pay the service staff and non-salaried kitchen persounel Sixty
percent {50%) of the Gratuity and Service Charge with the remaining Forty percent {40%) to be
divided as follows: (1} Five percent {3%) to the Contractor for use as administrative fees and (2)
the remaining Thirty-five percent (35%) to the SCCC that may be used at the diseretion of the
CITY as a Food Service Reserve or converted to revenue for the CENTER.

EXPANSION OF THE CENTER

The CONTRACTOR agrees in the event that the Center is expanded at any time during the life of
this agreement that the CONTRACTOR and the City will open this agreement for re-negetiation
of all of the terms and conditions of the agreement. Should the CONTRACTOR and the City be
unable o reach an agreement on new terms and conditions that are satisfactory to the City, that the
City may, at their discretion, terminate this comfract by a 60 day written notice to the
CONTRACTOR of its intention to terminate.

VH. CONTRACT REPRESENTATIVES

A. The SCCC General Manager shall be responsible for monitoring the performance of the

CONTRACTOR, the approval of actions by the CONTRACTCR, approval for payment of
billings from the CONTRACTOR, and the acceptance of aoy reports by the CONTRACTOR.

The CONTRACTOR'S representative on this Contract shall be the President of Oregon Fine
Foods, Inc who will be the contact person for all communications regarding the conduct of work
under this Conmtract. Al commumications given or received from the CONTRACTOR'S
representative shall be binding on the CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR'S representative shall
ensure supervision and coordination of CONTRACTOR'S work under this Contract, and shall
take corrective action as necessary to meet the requirement of this Contract, CONTRACTOR'S
Tepresentative, or designee, shall be available 2t all times during normal working hours
tiroughout the term of the Contract. Written notices of deficiency which result in termination of
the Contract will be sent to the CONTRACTOR'S listed address.
